Amazon faces wider fight
over labour practices

A second union
vote may be held at
an Alabama
warehouse, and
new tactics by the
Teamsters and
other groups aim to
pressure Amazon
across the country

SINCE THE START of the pan-
demic,Amazon has ramped up
its hiring, bringing on hun-
dreds of thousands of employ-
ees worldwide. But challenges
to the company’s labour prac-
tices are growing quickly, too.

Those challenges were un-
derscored when a hearing of-
ficer for the National Labour
Relations Board recom-
mended a new union election
at an Amazon warehouse in
Alabama, saying the com-
pany’s conduct during the or-
ganising campaign had pre-
cluded a fairvote.

The board’s regional office
will rule on the recommenda-
tion in the coming weeks. If it
leads to a new election, as
seems likely, the union would
face long odds of victory. But
Amazon faces a widening
campaign to rein in the
power it wields over its em-
ployees and their workplace
conditions.

Those efforts include a
campaign by the Teamsters
that would generally circum-
vent traditional workplace
elections and pressure the
company through protests,
boycotts and even fights
against its expansion efforts
at the local level. Legislation
in California would force
Amazon to reveal its produc-
tivity quotas, which unions
contend are onerous and put
workers at risk.

Throughout the pandemic,
Amazon warehouse workers
have protested what they con-
sider unsafe conditions, some-
times resulting in embarrass-
ment for the company,aswith
the disclosure of notes from an
internal meeting in which an
Amazon executive called a
worker-turned-protester “not
smart,orarticulate.”

In April, the general coun-

sel of the labour board found

merit to charges that Amazon
fired two white-collar workers
who had raised concerns last
year about the conditions fac-
ing the company’s warehouse
workers during the pandemic.

The election in Alabama
brought intense scrutiny of
the company’s labour prac-
tices, with even President
Biden taking it as an opportu-
nity to warn employers that
“there should be no intimida-
tion, no coercion, no threats,
no anti-union propaganda”
during such a campaign.

In a statement after the
hearing officer’s recommen-
dation was reported on Mon-
day, Amazon said, “Our em-
ployees had a chance to be
heard during a noisy time
when all types of voices were
weighing into the national de-
bate,and at the end of the day,
they voted overwhelmingly in
favour of a direct connection
with their managers.”

Since the results were an-
nounced in early April, show-
ing that Amazon won by more
than two to one, many unions
and union supporters have ar-
gued that the outcome points
to the need for new tactics to
organise the company.

approved a resolution at its
convention in June commit-
ting the union to “supply all
resources necessary’ to organ-
ise workers at the company
and help them win a union
contract.

The Teamsters argue that
holding union votes at individ-
ualworkssites is typically futile
ata company like Amazon, be-
cause labour law allows em-
ployers to wage aggressive
anti-union campaigns,and be-
cause high turnover means
union supporters often leave
the company before they have
achance to vote.

Instead, the Teamsters
favoura combination of tactics
like strikes, protests and boy-
cotts that pressure the com-
pany to come to the bargaining
table and negotiate a contract
covering wages, benefits and
working conditions. While the
union hasn’tlaid out its tactics
in detail, it recently organised

walkouts involving drivers and
dockworkers at a port in
Southern California to protest
the drivers’treatment there.

They hope to enlist the help
of workers at other companies,
sympathetic consumers and
even local businesses threat-
ened by a giant like Amazon,
partly to mitigate the chal-
lenges presented by high em-
ployee turnover.

“Building ourrelationships
within the communityitselfis
the way to deal with that,”
Randy Korgan,a Teamsters of -
ficial from Southern California
who is the union’s national di-
rector for Amazon, saidinare-
cent interview.“We could have
filed for an election in a num-
ber of places in the last more
than a year, gotten into that
process,but werealise that the
election process has its short-
comings.”

The union believes that it
can pull a variety of political
levers to help put the company
on the defensive. Mr. Korgan
cited a recent vote by the City
Council in Fort Wayne, Ind.,
denying Amazon a tax abate-
ment after a local Teamsters
official spoke out against it,
and a vote by the City Council
in Arvada, Colo., to reject a
more than 100,000-square-
foot Amazon delivery station.
While the Arvada vote cen-
tered on traffic concerns,
Teamsters played a role in
drumming up opposition.

3 The statutory auditors of the Company have conductad a limited review of the above financial results of the Company
for the quarterended 30 June 2021. An unqualified review report has been issued by them thereon

4 The Company recognizesils sale of Prepared Foods activity as its only primary business segment sinca its operations
predominantly consist of manufacture and sale of "Prepared Foods" 1o its customers. The 'Chief Operating Decision
Maker' monitors the aperating results of the Company’s busingss as a single segment. Accordingly in the contaxt af
'Ind AS 108 - Operaling Segmants' the principle business of the Company constitute a single reporiable segment.

& The Company has considered internal and external sources of information as of the date of approval of the financial
resulis in determining the possibla impact, if any, of the resurgence of the COVID-19 pandemic on the carrying
amounts of ils trade recelvables, inventones, financial and non-financial assets. The Company has usad the principle
of prudence in applying judgements and making estimates, Based on this evaluation, the Company dees not expect
any material impact on its financial results. Howsaver, the aventual cutcome of impact of Covid-18 pandemic may ba
different from those estimated as on the date of approval of these financial results.
